(c) The past record of performance of the firm with respect to such factors as control of costs, quality of work, flexibility in payments, ability to meet tight schedules, and assistance with required architectural/engineering documents for grant/loan application process.(Relative Importance: High)
(d) The firm’s historic experience assisting small businesses with efficient use of space and resources. (Relative Importance: Medium)
(e) The firms proximity to and familiarity with the area in which the project is located (Relative Importance: Low and

(f) References from all previous clients involved with the firm within the past two years on similar projects (Relative Importance: Medium)
The firm will be selected based on the above qualifications.  Once the most qualified firm is selected, the firm’s cost proposal for preliminary architectural/engineering services will be negotiated separately from the design and inspection services. The ability to begin work immediately, plus (a), (b) and (c) above, shall receive primary consideration. All contracts resulting from this process are subject to the availability of grant and loan funding.
