contest rules

The poster should be centered around the beneficial long-term results of recycling. The district encourages students
to focus on what we as individuals, schools and communities can do to protect and enhance the environment, to
show how the actions we take today affect the planet and our future. Trash art projects need not adhere to the theme,
but must be constructed from recycled materials (empty soda cans, used paper, cereal boxes, etc.)
Posters and trash art will be judged separately, based on age groups. One first and second place winner will be cho-
sen from each grade. Students may turn in entries for both contests.
Honorable mention certificates will be awarded based on judges’ discretion. All decisions of the judges are final.
All winners and honorable mentions will receive a certificate from the district in recognition of their achievement.
Posters submitted to the contest will become the property of the district.
Winning posters and trash art projects, if reproducible, may be used in the district’s public awareness and infor-
mation campaigns, t-shirt designs, etc.
