a. External Relations Committee: Darrell Skiles, chairman

The External Relations/Membership Committee will meet at 6 p.m. to discuss the at-large positions that are still open: for-profit for Dent County and labor. Staff and participating members will share information on the trip to the Capitol and issues that were discussed with state legislators. Staff will report on the NADO conference and trip and provide a draft of the Federal Priorities report. As part of MRPC’s outreach activities, staff would like input from the committee on scheduling meetings around the region to meet with local elected officials, not-for-profits and other local partners to discuss issues and ways the MPRC can assist. Recommended changes to the MACOG bylaws will be presented by staff. Committee will also perform its annual review of the MRPC bylaws. Staff will also review and present any recommend changes for consideration. Staff will provide a planning schedule for the annual dinner. Staff will provide an update on legislation currently being considered that is of interest to local governments. The committee will need to review any nominations received for the at-large positions and present to the board for approval.

The Operations Committee will meet at 6 p.m. to discuss MRPC/MRB and MRPC/MRDC-RLF and IRP program financial statements for the period ending January 31, 2017. Staff will present options for personnel policy and pension plan amendments regarding introductory period and pension plan eligibility criteria as well as discuss options to fund corrections to individual accounts as a result of vesting errors. Also to be discussed is the upcoming procurement process for selecting an audit firm and timeframe for the audit committee to conduct interviews. Committee vote needed on the financials and on the personnel policy and pension plan amendments.

The Planning Committee will meet at 6:00 p.m. Staff will provide an overview of dates for the upcoming CEDS Advisory Group meetings and discuss a new outreach effort to gather input on community needs and CEDS. The U.S. Department of Commerce Economic Development Administration (EDA) provides MRPC with a planning grant each year to develop and carry out the CEDS and assist local governments with community and economic development assistance. President Trump has targeted EDA for elimination. Staff will discuss information that can be shared and will ask board members to reach out to congressional leadership. Missouri Association of Councils of Governments was awarded a disaster resiliency planning grant through the Missouri Department of Economic Development CDBG. As part of the grant, each RPC in the state is conducting an asset inventory and 3-4 planning projects. Staff will discuss the disaster resiliency planning projects MRPC will be working on.
