Minutes: Minutes of the Nov. 29, 2018, board meeting were reviewed. Ray Schwartze made a motion to approve the minutes as presented. John Hawkins seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Financials: John Deeken made a motion to approve the financials for August 16, 2018, as presented. Ray Schwartze seconded. Motion approved. 
Maries County Bank checking account: Bonnie Prigge pointed out that GVEZ needed to update the signature card for Maries County Bank. Vic Stratman needed to be added. Missouri Location 1: Bonnie reminded board members to let her know of any buildings or sites that need added to Missouri Location 1. Bonnie will send form to Jerry Lairmore for possible addition to the list. 
Certified Work Ready County report: Bonnie reviewed the maintenance statistics for each county:

Gasconade: 89%..need 10 improved certificates; need 14 new/reaffirming businesses.

Maries: 97%; need four new/reaffirming businesses.

Osage: 90%; need six improved certificates and 3 new/reaffirming businesses.

Bonnie provided forms for businesses to reaffirm their support of CWRC.
Community/Economic Development Update/ Board Member Reports: 
Each person provided an update on projects or issues within their respective communities.
Maries County: Vichy Fire Dept. has achieved an ISO rating of 5 for the Vichy airport. This will help Brewer Science and Baron Aviation with their insurance costs. Maries County has finished its budget.

Hermann: Library will going into the former Alco store. There are very few empty buildings in Hermann.

Osage County: Library moving to another location near State Tech. There is a need for housing in Linn, especially to accommodate State Tech students. 60 new units being built. There is some available real estate; some is reasonably priced and some is not.
Owensville: Casey’s General Store buying school property at Highways 19/28 for a new store. School will be using funds for new ballfields. New company in town: Raising Solutions that raises concrete.
