The Gasconade Valley Enterprise Zone met 1:30 p.m. Thursday, April 19, 2018, at the First State Community Bank, Owensville, MO. 
Meeting was called to order by President Jerry Lairmore at 1:30 p.m.  p.m.
Members present: Dave Dudenhoefer, Mark Wallace, John Deeken, Randy Blaske. 
Members absent: Ray Schwartze, Lloyd Honse and Mark Hayes. 
Guests: Marsha Ray, CMAAA, Gary Watts of Prentium Packaging, John Kamler
Staff: Bonnie Prigge of MRPC. 
Mark Wallace introduced Gary Watts of Prentium Packaging in Hermann. Prentium makes Tums bottles and other plastic bottles. Gary is new to the area and getting to know the area. Prentium is in need of workers. 

Minutes: Minutes of the Jan. 18, 2018, board meeting were reviewed. Dave Dudenhoeffer made a motion to approve the minutes as presented. Randy Blaske seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Financials: John Deeken made a motion to approve the financials for April 19, 2018, as presented. Mark Wallace seconded. Motion approved. Bonnie Prigge updated the board on activities since the last meeting. All GVEZ appointments have been made. For 2018, fundraising letters were mailed. 
The third-party review of the GVEZ books has been finalized and Bonnie shared the report. There were no findings or recommendations. Everything was found to be in order. Dave Dudenhoeffer made a motion to accept the third-party report; seconded by Mark Wallace. Motion carried. 

Gasconade County has returned the MOU for economic development services with GVEZ. John Deeken made a motion to authorize the signing of the Gasconade County MOU; seconded by Randy Blaske. Motion carried. Bonnie shared additional information on DED’s updated Business Retention Strategy, using Synchronist. The group identified companies and discussed the possibility of GVEZ members and/or city/county leadership being a part of these meetings. 
Enhanced Enterprise Zone:  Bonnie gave a status report, including that Quaker would be submitting EEZ claim information for its latest project. Bonnie would be processing that request.
Certified Work Ready Communities: Maries County has achieved CWRC designation and is a maintaining mode, having already achieved 97 percent of its maintenance goals. Maries County needs to re-affirm some of its business support letters. Bonnie had copies available. Osage and Gasconade are still working on becoming CWRC. Osage County is at 98 percent and needs two transitioning workers. Gasconade County is at 92 percent and needs 17 transitioning workers. Reimbursement for Work Keys testing, under the DED-DWD grant, is in process.
Missouri Location 1: Bonnie shared data collection forms on Missouri Location 1, a web-based marketing site for available building and sites in Missouri. She asked members to be aware of available buildings and sites within their cities and counties and help gather that information. The property owner, or designated Realtor, remains the contact, and Missouri Location 1 is an additional marketing tool, offered at no cost.

Each person provided an update on projects or issues within their respective communities.
