The Ozark Rivers Solid Waste Management District Full Council will meet at 10:00 a.m. on Tuesday, June 18, 2019, at the Public House Barrel Room in St. James at 540 State Route B, St. James, MO 65559, with a site following the full council meeting.  

The tour will feature a grant project funded by the Environmental Improvement and Energy Resources Authority (EIERA), please see the attached flier for further information on EIERA.  The tour will highlight the project that distills a spirt from the waste generated by the wine making process (stems, seeds, skins). The resulting recycled-content product is a liquor called Grappa. We will also learn how most organic waste is recycled back as compost for the vineyard, even the waste from the brewery goes to its neighbor's farm. All of these activities lead to improved resource management!
We will begin the meeting at the Public House’s Barrel Room at 10:00 a.m. and begin the 40-minute tour at 11:00 a.m. in the St. James Winery Tasting Room. We’ll regroup after the tour to complete the meeting and then there will be an optional “Dutch-treat luncheon at noon.
