In order to complete our business at executive board meetings, we must obtain sufficient attendance numbers to fulfill a quorum. If you are unable to attend this meeting, please immediately contact your voting alternate or request through staff to appoint a voting alternate. We recently received three remarkable notifications from local businesses that have benefited from our grant program. Scenic Rivers Sheltered Workshop in Salem reports impacts from falling markets for their recycled materials resulting in a projected $10,000 budget shortfall for 2020.  The Dixon Area Caring Center Recycling Center was notified of a $2,000 annual increase from Federal International for transporting materials.  Federal was   not charging Dixon for picking up their materials and now they need to charge per pickup.  The Community Partnership Resale Shop in Rolla is closing; therefore, they will decline the remainder of their 2020 Ozark Rivers grant.  
The board will further discuss the significance of these notifications and consider our stance for future funding. Do we need to change our target materials for the 2021 grant round to place greater emphasis on waste reduction? How can we target viable projects for our 2021 grant round?  Whom may we contact through economic and development groups or suggested others to gain insight of grant potentials? Your experience and considerations of these needs are required.
