Bids must be submitted for lump sum: material, labor installation and debris removal.  All bids must be submitted on the bid spec sheet that will be provided at the walk-through.

ALL BIDS MUST BE RECEIVED BEFORE THE 10:00 a.m. BID OPENING.

The bid opening will be conducted by Chuck Cantrell and Danielle Tuepker and held, Wednesday, April 6, 2022, at 10:00 a.m.  at the MRPC office located at #4 Industrial Dr. in St. James, MO.

After the bid opening the Housing Board will select the contractors. Successful bidders will be notified by phone of the outcome of the bid opening. 

Contractors will meet building inspector Chuck Cantrell at the above date and time.  Contractors should bring tape measures, ladders and any subcontractors they are planning to use.  All quantities and measurements are approximate. It is the contractor’s responsibility to obtain exact measurements and quantities. Bid specs will be distributed at the walk-through.

Any contract or contracts awarded are expected to be funded in part by The Federal Home Loan Bank of Des Moines, Iowa, United States Department of Agriculture-Rural Development (USDA-RD) and the River Hills Senior Apartments. Neither the USDA-RD, FHLB or the Housing board or employees are eligible to bid. 

Award of contract will be made by the Housing Board and will be based on the lowest responsive, responsible bid. The Board reserves the right to reject any and all bids. No bidder may withdraw their bid within 30 days after the actual date of the opening.

MRPC and the River Hills Senior Apartments are Equal Opportunity Employers and invite the participation of minority and female-owned firms.


All contractors are required to turn in the following information no later than one week after award notification. Failure to submit the information in a timely manner could result in the possibility of the job going to a different contractor. 


1. Your company must be registered with the Secretary of State’s Office located at http://www.sos.mo.gov/  (We will require a proof of registration for our records if you are awarded a bid)

2. Your company must carry contractor general liability, Worker’s Compensation insurance, and carry it through out the completion of the job. (We will require proof of insurance for our records if you are awarded a bid.)

3. Your company must turn in a completed and signed IRS W-9 Form if you are awarded a bid. 

4. Your company must fill out an e-Verify form and sign electronically. e-Verify is located at www.uscis.gov. If you are awarded a bid we need a copy of this report for our records.

5. The application form must be signed by an authorized officer of the company as listed on the Secretary of State registration.
