July 1, 2021: MRPC Executive Director entered into a contract with the city of Belle to conduct housing inspections for the city.
• City of Bland
July 1, 2021: MRPC Executive Director entered into a contract with the city of Bland to conduct housing inspections for the city.
Contracts signed after receiving MRPC Executive Committee approval on June 22, 2021. Executive Director Bonnie Prigge sent the following request to the MRPC Executive Committee, since no meeting was planned in July.

1. MRPC has been working with Caledon Virtual, the webmaster for the Naturally Meramec website, to address 14 needed changes to the Naturally Meramec website to allow our staff to make edits, to enhance some options to reduce entering some information twice and to make the website more user-friendly. The total cost for this work is $3510, therefore we need board approval to enter into the contract, which starts July 1. This would ordinarily be a consent agenda request, but we do not meet in July, and we need to start the work prior to the August meeting. I am requesting permission from the Executive Committee to sign this contract with Caledon Virtual. If you have questions, please let me know. Your prompt response is most appreciated.
2.
