Approval of Minutes

Darrell Skiles made a motion to approve the Minutes from the January 13, 2022, meeting. It was seconded by Vic Stratman. The motion carried.

PHA Financials 

Linda Loughridge presented the March 31, 2022, financials. Leo Sanders made a motion to approve the financials. It was seconded by Larry Skiles. The motion carried. 

2022 Annual Utility Allowance
Donald Keeney presented the 2022 annual utility allowance changes to the board. He explained that if the percentages go up more than 10%, they need board approval to be increased and they went up 15.33 % mostly due to propane costs. Randy Verkamp made a motion to approve 2022 utility allowances. It was seconded by Larry Miskel. The motion carried.
Inspection Change Requested
Donald Keeney asked the board to amend the Administrative Plan to make window screens a recommendation rather than a requirement. He explained that if screens are present, the Landlords will be asked to repair the screen, replace the screen, or remove it. But if the screen is missing, they will no longer be required to replace it. Screens are not a HUD requirement and has caused a lot of failed inspections. Randy Verkamp made a motion to approve making this amendment to the Administrative Plan. It was seconded by Larry Miskel. The motion carried.

Donald Keeney explained to the board that the PHA was allowed to apply to carry forward their high performer SEMAP score this year and not be scored on actual reporting/performance due to COVID and it was approved.
