REQUEST FOR BIDS

FISCAL YEAR 2021/2022 AUDIT

The Meramec Regional Planning Commission and affiliated organizations are accepting bids for the audit of the financial statements for fiscal year 2021/2022 for the primary purpose of expressing an opinion as to whether the financial statements represent fairly the financial position, results of operations, and changes in financial position, and the organizations’ conformity with generally accepted accounting principles.

The financial statements to be audited annually include, but are not limited to:

· Meramec Regional Planning Commission – year ending 6/30/22
· MRPC Revolving Loan Fund (a program fund of MRPC) – year ending 6/30/22
· MRPC Intermediary Relending Program (a program fund of MRPC) – year ending 6/30/22
· MRB Corporation (a component unit of MRPC) – year ending 6/30/22
· Meramec Community Enhancement Corporation (MCEC) (a not-for-profit 501(c) 3) – year ending 6/30/22

· Meramec Local Emergency Planning District (MLEPD) – year ending 6/30/22

· Meramec Regional Development Corporation (MRDC) SBA Loan Program (a not-for-profit 501(c) 3) – year ending 6/30/22

· Ozark Rivers Solid Waste Management District (ORSWMD) – year-ending 6/30/22

· Phelps County Public Housing Agency (PHA) Section 8 Housing – year ending 6/30/22
The scope of the audit may include any other statements that the auditor deems necessary.

For the fiscal year 2021/2022, the auditor will examine the financial statements and records in accordance with 2 CFR Part 200—Subpart F, GASB guidelines and the Single Audit Act and shall issue a report on the examination. In addition, the auditor will perform such other audit steps and examine such other activities as set forth in the Standards for Audits of Governmental Organizations, Programs, Activities, and Function, the guidelines for Financial and Compliance Audits of Federally Assisted programs, and supplements approved by OMB. The auditor is responsible for the certification of the single audit information submitted to the federal audit clearinghouse by designated staff.

All audit fieldwork can be scheduled as early as September 1st following the fiscal year end. The audits will generally need to be completed and final reports submitted to staff within 180 days following the fiscal year end. The due dates for the respective audit reports will be agreed upon annually and established in the audit engagement letter. If the audit firm fails to complete the work within the agreed upon time, then the audit firm may be required to pay the respective entity an amount of $150/day for each calendar day that the audit firm should be in default after the date stipulated in the engagement letter.
For the PHA audit, the auditor must complete the independent public accountant (IPA) review of the financial data schedule (FDS), which is electronically submitted to HUD by MRPC staff. The auditor will need to assist with any other GAAP conversion requirement mandated by HUD.

For the MRDC and MCEC 501(c)3 organizations, the auditor will examine the financial statements and records in accordance with ASU 2016-14, Not-for-Profit Entities (Topic 958) - Presentation of Financial Statements of Not-for-Profit Entities for the year ended June 30, 2022.

The auditor will review the administrative controls and perform tests to ensure compliance with federal laws and regulations for those grants reviewed for compliance. The federal programs and compliance areas identified in the OMB compliance supplements and other federal programs will be subject to inclusion in the compliance report as deemed necessary by the auditor, MRPC and/or affiliated organizations.

The audit report will include the auditor’s report, audited financial statements, Schedule of Expenditures of Federal Awards, and all required compliance reporting in accordance with 2 CFR Part 200—Subpart F and generally accepted government auditing standards. The MRPC audit report shall be presented no later than the January board meeting. Draft copies of the audits must be provided to MRPC’s Fiscal Officer no later than one week prior to the above mentioned commission meeting.

The bid is to include cost of audit per organization and/or component unit, a profile of the last three years of governmental audits performed and current governmental audits in process. Also include a list of references as well as a peer review, if available. The bid should be for a one-year audit and for three consecutive years’ audits.

Sealed bids are being accepted at the Meramec Regional Planning Commission, #4 Industrial Drive, St. James, Missouri 65559. Bids must be received by 5 pm on October 28, 2022. All bids will be reviewed by staff, and the top proposals, based on work performance, past experience and price will be contacted the week of November 1st to set up interviews with MRPC’s Operation Committee. The MRB Board is made up of the elected officials (or their designees) in the eight county region. MRB owns the office building and all assets and leases them to MRPC. MRB’s budgeted revenue for fiscal year 2021/2022 is $318,275. For auditing purposes, MRB is considered a component unit of MRPC.

I. General Description

The Meramec Local Emergency Planning District (MLEPD) was organized as a result of the "Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act of 1986." The District's primary responsibility is the development and maintenance of an emergency response plan.  In developing this plan, the District evaluated resources available for preparing for and responding to a potential chemical accident. The objective of the District is to work with local government and private sector organizations to develop plans and capabilities responsive to chemical hazards which seriously threaten the jurisdiction. The MLEPD serves the following nine counties; Crawford, Dent, Gasconade, Laclede, Maries, Osage, Phelps, Pulaski and Washington. The counties have agreed to pass through TIER II funding from the Missouri Emergency Response Commission to the MLEPD to carry out the requirements of the local emergency planning committee. MLEPD contracts with MRPC for administrative services. MLEPD’s budgeted revenue for fiscal year 2021/2022 is $20,925. MLEPD would require approximately 25 copies of the audit report.

MRDC members are appointed to this board by county commission nomination and approved by the MRDC board. MRDC’s budgeted revenue for fiscal year 2021/2022 is $55,988.
