Call to Order

Chairman Steve Vogt called the Aug. 11, 2022, meeting of the Meramec Regional Planning Commission to order at 7:35 p.m. The meeting was conducted via Zoom and in-person.

T.R. Dudley made a motion to approve the consent agenda with the noted addition; Vic Stratman seconded. The motion carried. 
Presentation: Expanding the Workforce in Missouri’s Meramec Region: Meramec Rural Opioid Initiative, Bonnie Prigge, Executive Director, MRPC
Bonnie Prigge provided an overview of MRPC’s opioid initiatives to bring those with substance use disorder back into the workforce.

She opened her presentation by discussing population numbers and unemployment rates in the region. Bonnie reported the Meramec Region has a population of 196,084 with 41.4% of the population being in the civilian labor force. This percentage is likely higher she said as the military and federal employees at Fort Leonard Wood are not reflected in that number. Bonnie reported the national unemployment rate is 58.4%. In the Meramec Region, the unemployment rate ranges from a low of 2.6% in Osage County to a high of 5.1% in Washington County.
Bonnie noted about four years ago, companies were calling looking for workers. The national labor force participation rate decreased from 64.4% in 2019 to 63.6% in 2019. Workforce shortages can be attributed to baby-boomers retiring, declining birth rates nationally and in Missouri and parents who stepped out of the workforce to care for grandchildren due to their parents being on opioids. To boost the workforce, focus needs to be placed on those who are working age and not working. For those on opioids, help needs to be provided to get them back into the workforce.
In 2019 in the Meramec Region, there were 78 drug overdose deaths. Of those 78, 59 were due to opioid overdose. In Missouri in 2019, there were 1,581 drug overdose deaths with 1,094 of those due to opioid overdose. Bonnie provided the following job loss numbers related to opioid use disorder in 2019 in Missouri:

· Manufacturing: 14,744
· Healthcare: 15,242

· Agriculture: 2,052

· Mining and Utilities: 1023

Bonnie provided information on the following funding sources received by MRPC to help combat opioid use disorder:

· Amerisource Bergen Foundation grant $100,000 (2018-2019)

Funds from this grant were used to fund programs in Gasconade, Osage, Pulaski and Washington counties.
· Meramec Region Rural Opioid Program

· Crawford, Dent, Maries and Phelps counties

· A three-year grant funded by the Health Services and Resources Administration for $735,000 (201802021) Extended to Sept. 2022
· Meramec Region’s Opioid Affected Youth Initiative

· Crawford, Dent, Gasconade, Maries, Osage, Phelps, Pulaski and Washington counties

· A three-year grant funded by the Department of Justice-Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency for $992,757 (2019-2022) Extended to Sept. 2023
· Meramec Region Recovery Alliance

· Crawford, Dent, Gasconade, Maries, Phelps, Pulaski and Washington counties (Osage County was not eligible as it was considered to be in a metro area.)

· A three-year grant funded by the Health Resources and Services Administration for $1,000,000 (2021-2024)

Bonnie explained the scope of work across the grants included consortiums, a presence in the jails/judicial system, a presence in schools, assistance to employers, awareness activities, the purchasing of Narcan for health departments and providing drug take-back boxes.

A consortium with members from over 30 separate entities was organized to learn what services were offered and identify what services were missing and what needs weren’t being met. It was noted that some counties didn’t have drug courts, which have been found to be helpful in addressing opioid use disorders. Some of the needs that were identified included resources guides, drug incinerators, NARCAN shortage and a need for drug drop boxes.

There has been an increased presence in jails/judicial systems with the Rehabilitation Through Innovation and Seeking Safety workshops held in those facilities. In partnership between MRPC and Dr. Sean Siebert of Invent Yourself, LLC, the Rehabilitation Through Innovation program is a five-week course held in jail that focuses on ideas, strengths and weakness, owning past mistakes, fear of failure and path to success ending with the WorkKeys Assessment. Opioid/Substance use disorder was determined to be affecting a large number of residents in the jail. This information led to the search for opioid prevention and education grants for the Meramec Region. Jails and community groups which have participated in the program are all county jails in Crawford, Dent, Maries, Phelps and Pulaski counties, the Rolla Mission, and Celebrate Recovery in Crawford and Dent counties. Approximately 180 individuals have completed the program.
Bonnie informed the board that three MRPC staff have been trained to provide the Seeking Safety workshops in schools, jails and judicial systems. These workshops provide a coping skills approach to help individuals attain safety from trauma and/or addiction from opioid use disorder or other substances. Workshops have been presented in the 25th Judicial Court, at the Rolla and St. James High Schools, the Rolla and Linn Public libraries and in the county jails in Maries, Phelps, Dent, Pulaski and Osage counties.
MRPC staff and Prevention Consultants have provided a presence in schools with the Too Good for Drugs program. Community conversations were held in all eight counties in the 2012-2022 school year. The program was presented in schools in all eight counties in the Meramec Region with participation from over 6,500 students.

Informational workshops and felon-friendly job fairs have been organized to assist employers looking to hire. Employer workshops were held in November 2019 and April 2022. In the workshops, employers learned what to expect and gained an understanding of treatment for those affected by opioid use disorder. Felon-friendly job fairs brought job seekers with felony records and business needing employees and who were willing to hire those with felonies. Nineteen businesses and approximately 50 job seekers have participated in these job fairs.
Bonnie mentioned a lot of time and focus has been spent on awareness activities like awareness walks, black balloon day, overdose awareness day and testimonial videos. The awareness walks attracted 191 participants in all counties. She also noted that the testimonial videos can be viewed on MRPC’s website.
The board learned of the following upcoming events:
· Awareness Walks

· Aug. 20 in St. James

-  Aug. 27 in Belle

· Sept. 10 in Steelville

-  Sept. 24 in Salem
· Overdose Awareness Day – Aug. 31 at Phelps County Bank parking lot, St. James

· Black Balloon Day – March 6 TBD

Bonnie informed board members that one of the grants MRPC received allowed the purchasing of 868 cartons Narcan for health departments. These were distributed to six out of the eight county health departments. Phelps and Maries counties declined to participate right now as they had a good supply on hand.

In conclusion, Bonnie reported that MRPC staff continues to work towards sustaining current projects while looking for additional funding for the future. She added that steps being put in place to sustain the programs include:

· Finding community champions to lead out community events in the future,

· Training school officials in Seeking Safety so it can continue to be taught to students and those in recovery and

· Working with the local employment community to focus on the benefits of hiring individuals who may be in recovery and how to help them sustain their recovery.
Randy Verkamp mentioned the need for residential recovery facilities. He said there has been a growth in the number of doctors who treat opioid use disorders but not in rehab centers. 

Jason Ward asked if the ‘Too Good for Drugs’ program was presented every year. Samantha Sherman, MRPC, replied it was a K-12 curriculum and various grades are selected each year so as to present it to new students. She added they try to select one school in every county each year.  The board was also informed that the resource guide and testimonials are on the MRPC website, with the testimonials also located on the MRPC YouTube site.
T.R. Dudley mentioned that individuals affected by substance abuse often also have mental issues. He reported there is a facility in Rolla, the Crisis Access Point, that can help individuals with these types of issues. T.R. said he toured the facility which has only been there for four months and said stays are only 23 hours. Samantha said that information like this is what the consortium is looking for.
Updates from State and Federal Legislators

Grant Wilson, Rep. Jason Smith’s office
Mr. Wilson reported the congressman and Rep. Mayra Flores from Texas introduced legislation on July 27 that would require Medicare to cover audio only telehealth services.
Kevin Douglas, Rep. Blaine Luetkemeyer’s office
Mr. Douglas reported the congressman has been visiting small businesses.

Ray Bozarth, Senator Hawley’s office

Mr. Bozarth complimented Bonnie on her presentation and said the Senator is tracking the issue closely as it is a concern of his. Some of the other items of concern for the Senator include energy cost increases, energy independence, restoring the XL pipeline, promotion of oil and gas leases on public land. He added the Senator is working on appropriations, other than transportation. Mr. Bozarth encouraged members to reach out to his office with any concerns.
Payton Rudy, Sen. Roy Blunt’s office
Ms. Ruddy seconded Mr. Bozarth’s comments on Bonnie’s presentation. She reported the Water Resources Development Act of 2022 and the Chips Plus Act have both passed the Senate. Ms. Rudy said the Senator had introduced legislation to increase bio-diesel modifications. She also reported the Keith Robinson Pack Act is on its way to the President. This act would expand veteran’s benefits related to burn pits.
External Relations Committee: Darrell Skiles
Darrell Skiles reported on External Relations activities as follows:  

Chairman Skiles reported new officers were elected. Mary Heywood will be the new chairman and Darryl Griffin will serve as the vice chairman.
Staff provided an update on annual dinner planning and discussed the format of the October MRPC meeting. This meeting, if needed, will be an abbreviated meeting held immediately after the TAC. No committee meetings or meal.

No nominations were received for the for-profit vacancies for Crawford and Washington counties. 
Staff provided a recommended change to the hour allocation policy. The following statements are recommended as additions to the policy:

Member governments are notified of the number of free hours with their membership 
(dues) statements. To streamline the contracting process, member governments will be 
asked to sign a standing contract at membership renewal time for work above and beyond 
the allocated hours, in the event a project exceeds the allocated hours that fiscal year.
Chairman Skiles made a motion to approve the recommended policy change; Mary Heywood seconded. The motion carried.
Staff provided a legislative update.

Operations Committee: Ray Walden, chairman

Ray Walden reported on operations activities as follows:
Chairman Walden reported new officers were elected. Jim Fleming will be the new chairman and Jan Haviland will serve as the vice chairman.
The committee reviewed MRPC/MRB and MRPC/MRDC-RLF and IRP program financial statements for the period ended June 30, 2022.

Chairman Walden made a motion to approve the financials for the period ending June 30, 2022; Jim Fleming seconded. The motion carried.
The committee reviewed MRPC/MRB and MRPC/MRDC-RLF and IRP program financial statements for the period ended July 31, 2022.
Chairman Walden made a motion to approve the financials for the period ending July 31, 2022; Jason Ward seconded. The motion carried.
Linda Loughridge presented the MRPC Money Purchase Pension Plan Restatement for adoption. The plan has to be presented for adoption every five years. She said she received it in late July and the adoption must be retroactive to July 1 and must be signed by July 31.
Chairman Walden made a motion to approve the adoption with the required dates; Larry Miskel seconded. The motion carried.
Planning Committee: T.R. Dudley, chairman
T.R. Dudley reported on planning activities as follows:
Chairman Dudley reported new officers were elected. He said he was elected to continue as chairman, and John Meusch as elected to continue as vice chairman.
The committee heard a report on the strategic planning sessions held in Bourbon and Potosi as part of the CARES Act planning grant received in 2020. Bourbon has its report and Potosi’s report is in progress. The committee looked at communities in Gasconade and Pulaski Counties for holding the next round of meetings. The proposed communities are Rosebud, Richland, Dixon or Crocker.
The committee received an update on the Board Retreat. Staff said they are still waiting on facilities to respond to RFP’s.

Staff provided an update on grants applied for and/or received for Active Transportation planning in the Meramec Region. Although the focus will be on towns, he said the main focus will be on the Rock Island Trail towns. Anne Freand also mentioned the Complete Streets Project saying there may be some TAP funds available to fund sidewalk projects. The city of Salem will be tapping into funds from the Complete Streets Project.
Staff discussed MRPC’s involvement in a Rural Development Block Grant that has been awarded to Intercounty Rural Electric Cooperative to develop a certified economic development site in Phelps County. Grant funding and work will begin soon. Archer-Elgin is handling Phase I environmental on the project.  She said MRPC will be handling the access/community information portion and Bonnie will be handling the site marketing plan. T.R. added that this is a huge tract of land with plenty of opportunity, and it will be a big benefit to the region once completed.
Housing Board:  Darrell Skiles, vice chairman

No report was given.
Transportation Advisory Committee (TAC): Anne Freand, Planning Manager
Anne Freand reported on transportation activities as follows:
TAC officers for the upcoming year are Darin Pryor, chairman; Steve Vogt, vice chairman; and T.R. Dudley, secretary.
Per a request from MoDOT, the committee prioritized a list of off-system (BRO) bridges. MoDOT has changed the BRO process and awards will be made at the district level instead of counties receiving an allocation each year. A copy of this list is attached to these minutes. 
The committee reviewed last year’s list of high priority unfunded needs and approved the list as it stood. It was noted that three projects have been put into Tiers, including the Highway V bridge which is in Tier 3. A copy of this list is attached to these minutes.
The committee discussed TAP applications, which are traditionally sidewalks and trail projects. Anne said there was more money than projects, so all submitted projects were funded. She added there is approximately $420,000 remaining in the Central District. MoDOT may have another grant round to allocate these dollars. More information will be forthcoming.
Staff provided an update on the Public Transit Human Service Transportation Plan and Road Safety Audit. A discussion was held on Rock Island Trail planning.

Bonnie Prigge reported on the Show Me Zero Fatalities program. Fatalities stand at 27 for the year compared to 25 last year at this same time. As a state, the fatality rate is down 5.2%. She also gave an update on Back-to-School Fairs in the region.
Preston Kramer with MoDOT gave an update on construction and other road projects in the region. He also thanked Ray Walden for his service on the TAC.

Grant Wilson asked what tier the Highway 63 was in. Anne said there are seven projects in the Highway 63 extension project, but only three have been put into tiers so far. Those projects are:
· Project 1 – Highway 50 past Westphalia is in Tier 2. Anne added that this project has been funded and put into the STIP.

· Project 4 – Maries County Road 332 to 325 is in Tier 2.

· Project 3 – South of Osage County Road 524 to Maries County Road 332 is in Tier 3.
Environmental: Tammy Snodgrass, Assistant Executive Director

Tammy explained the decision by the Missouri Emergency Local Planning Commission (MERC) to encourage Pulaski County and Laclede County to join the MLEPD. She said the MERC is trying to consolidate the LEPCs in the state as many are single counties. Tammy said she has been in touch with Laclede County but not Pulaski County. Bonnie added that some of the LEPCs are not meeting the goals of what LEPCs are required to do and this has prompted these consolidation efforts.
She reported that grant Ozark Rivers grant submissions are due by noon on Aug. 19 with grant determinations being made on Sept. 27. Tammy said there is about $150,000-175,000 available to fund this round of grants.

Tammy informed the board that special collections have been schedule in St. Robert on Oct. 8 and in Belle on Nov. 12.

She also mentioned the next Homeland Security meeting will be Aug. 25 when the committee will be reviewing grants.
A handout on environmental activities was provided.
Meramec Local Emergency Planning District (MLEPD): Tammy Snodgrass, Assistant Executive Director
A handout on emergency planning activities was provided. The committee’s next meeting will be in Aug. 24 at noon.
Business Loans:  Linda Loughridge, Fiscal Officer

Linda provided a handout with a list of loans that are pending and number of SBA, RLF and IRP loans by county. She said Maria currently has 19 possible projects pending. If all come to fruition, the total will come to almost $8.6 million. 
If anyone knows of someone interested in an SBA loan, Linda encouraged them to reach out to Maria Bancroft or visit the MRPC website for more information.
Bonnie added that there are vacancies on the MRDC board for representatives from Crawford, Pulaski and Washington counties.
A handout on loan activity was provided.
Meramec Community Enhancement Corporation (MCEC): Vic Stratman
Vis Stratman reported on MCEC activities as follows:
Vic reported that officers for this next year would be Dr. Greg Edwards, chairman; Danny Brown, vice chairman; Vic Stratman, treasure; and Gary Hicks, secretary.
Samantha Sherman provided a summary of the opioid program funded in part with the Amerisource Bergen grant.

Kelly Sink updated the MCEC board on the following grants:

· 
The University of Missouri environmental grant that MCEC had agreed to partner on was not funded.

· 
The USDA grant for Naturally Meramec that was presented in April was not submitted; however, staff did submit the same project to the Delta Regional Authority (DRA). Only the four DRA counties were included (Dent, Crawford, Washington and Phelps), but Naturally Meramec members in the other counties could benefit subsequently. The submittal and subsequent award were approved by the board.

·    The board was informed that when the final guidelines for Missouri’s ARPA Workforce Development grant are released, an application for Naturally Meramec may be submitted for the same project, but inclusive of all eight counties. The board approved the submittal.

The board approved the financials and budget.
Meramec Regional Community Foundation (MRCF): Bonnie Prigge
Bonnie Prigge reported on MRCF activities as follows:
Bonnie reported the board met via Zoom on Aug. 9 and elected officers for the upcoming year. The chair will be Jared Niederer from Gasconade County; at-large member Richard Cavender will serve as vice chair and Randy Becht from Pulaski County will serve as secretary/treasurer.

She also mentioned there are three vacancies on the board. Representatives are needed from Crawford, Phelps and Washington counties. A replacement is also needed for Ray Walden who served as one of MPRC’s appointments on the board. Bonnie said the board meets every other month, usually on the second Tuesday of the month at 9:30 a.m. John Meusch said he would be willing to serve on the board. Bonnie thanked him and said she would submit his name at the next MRCF meeting.
Bonnie informed the board that she and Steve Vogt have been conducting Zoom interviews with the Schierloh Scholarship winners. This scholarship is renewable, and the interviews provided a chance to check in with the students to see what’s going on and what they plan on doing in the future.

Bonnie also reported the community grant program would be opening soon. The grants are $500 and are open to organizations within the Meramec Region.
Director’s Report
Bonnie mentioned that MRPC has office chairs for sale and a flyer was provided to all members.
She reported that members of MACOG heard from B.J. Tankersley, director of broadband, at the August meeting. He will be asking RPCs to assist the state with community engagement related to broadband.

Other items brought to the board’s attention by Bonnie included:

· MRPC will be reaching out to the county commissioners to schedule discussions to determine transportation needs in each county.

· MRPC dues invoices are expected to go out before the end of the month.

· Kelly Sink and Bonnie met with Shad Burner to discuss DRA applications that were submitted.

· Help is needed on the HUD lead grant. It’s been slow moving in getting referrals. Caitlin Jones and Patrick Stites had a meeting to discuss marketing ideas and plan on doing some Facebook posts.

· Dr. Schuman’s class will be working on a joint project with the cities of Freeburg and Vienna and Maries County. If any other cities or counties are interested, the next session will be in January.

· Bonnie also said she would like to meet with incoming and outgoing commissioners to discuss MRPC and its role in helping local governments.
She concluded her report by saying MRPC is needing to hire some planners but said not may resumes are being received. Bonnie added that many of those that have been contacted haven’t responded back to calls.
Chairman’s Report

Chairman Vogt reminded board members to circle October 13, the date for the annual dinner. If anyone is interested in attending, he said they should let MRPC know.
