Presentation: Missouri’s Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy, presented 
by Stefan Herron, Strategy & Policy Analyst – Strategy & Performance Division,


Missouri Dept. of Economic Development

In July 2024, the Missouri Department of Economic Development (DED) announced that 
research is underway to develop and implement a statewide Comprehensive Economic 
Development Strategy (CEDS). An updated CEDS will drive federal funding into local 
communities, improve programs and policies, and promote bold economic development 
ideas.


The Missouri Association of Councils of Governments (MACOG)—the RPCs’ state 
association—has been working on this project with DED for several months now.


Stefan will provide an introduction/update to the state’s CEDS process, the public input 
the state has received thus far through workshops around the state, information on the 
industry cluster study that is underway and share information on how the state’s planning 
efforts align with the RPC CEDS process, and what to expect going forward.

Anne presented the draft CEDS to the MRPC board at the August meeting. The plan has 
been available for public comment since the August meeting. Anne will present the final 
draft to the board for approval and submission to EDA.
