Currently, there are 90 voucher holders seeking housing. There are 655 families on the waiting list, and they will be assisted first once the waiting list has reopened.

Donald Keeney informed the board that the PHA was once again awarded the Family Self Sufficiency (FSS) renewal grant for this current year in the amount of $138,476.
