This will be an opportunity for us to discuss regional issues with our legislators, so please make every effort to be here.

a. External Relations Committee: Shane Anselm, chairman

The committee will review any nominations received for the underrepresented position. Staff and participating members will share information on the trip to the Capitol that was postponed to Feb. 10th. Staff will share the latest information on HB2761/SB1586 to eliminate solid waste districts, the SB3 lawsuit that challenges the constitutionality of property tax cap on certain counties, and other timely state legislative activities. Committee members will review the federal priorities survey results after the edits, submitted at the January meeting. Each committee has been assigned two to three top priorities to discuss with Congressional members and their staff members who have been invited to participate in the February board meeting. The committee will perform its annual review of the MRPC bylaws. Staff will also review and present any recommended changes for consideration. Action needed: The committee will request board action on at-large nominees.
b. Operations Committee: Jason Ward, chair

The committee will review MRPC/MRB and MRPC/RLF program financial statements for the period ending Jan. 31, 2026. The committee will review the FY2024-2025 completed audit report for MRPC and component units MRB, RLF and IRP. Staff will present a loan modification request for discussion and approval. A list of federal priorities as prioritized by the board will be shared with committees and top priorities will be assigned to committee members for discussion with our Congressional members and their staff during the full board meeting.
