Presentation:  Route 66 Centennial Celebration: Aimee Campbell, at-large Tourism representative; Rolla Chamber tourism director.

This year, U.S. Route 66 will celebrate its 100th birthday. Aimee Campbell will share information on celebration activities in Crawford, Phelps and Pulaski counties as well as the state. Established in 1926, U.S. Route 66 ("The Mother Road") spanned nearly 2,448 miles from Chicago to Santa Monica, California, traversing eight states, including Missouri. It served as a primary path for westward migration during the 1930s Dust Bowl and became a major post-war tourist route. Though decommissioned in 1985, it remains an iconic symbol of American culture, offering historic, drivable scenic routes.

Presiding Commissioner Joey Auxier has nominated Maria Bancroft for the vacant at-large for-profit for Phelps County position. The committee will review the nomination and present a recommendation to the board for approval. Staff will provide a report on annual dinner site selection RFPs that have submitted to date. The committee will discuss and finalize the nomination process and finalize the tentative slate of officers for MRPC and MRB for the May elections and discuss appointments. The committee will discuss ideas for presentations for the full board. Staff will share the latest information on HB2761/SB1586 to eliminate solid waste districts, the SB3 lawsuit that challenges the constitutionality of property tax cap on certain counties, and other timely state legislative activities. Action: The committee will request board action on the at-large board nominee.
b. Operations Committee: Jason Ward, chair

The committee will review MRPC/MRB and MRPC/RLF program financial statements for the period ending March 31, 2026. The committee will review proposed job descriptions and discuss purpose, staffing and budget justification for the need. The committee will review and discuss membership dues committee’s recommendation, as presented at the April 1, 2026 board retreat, for next fiscal year’s budget. Staff will update the board on single audit requirements. Committee will review the RFP process for audit services and determine if the  policy is relevant and how to proceed for this next three year period. Action needed: The committee will request board action on financials, personnel policy proposed amendment and RFP process for audit services.
